ALNESS: The Pathway to
College and Employment
(PCE) class have been
enjoying learning all about
play types, the importance
of play and how they can
support children to feel
enriched by play.

They have also been out
and about with Peter Noble,
Curriculum Lead for music,
who has been recording
sounds in and around the
college with the class. The
students used the sounds
